Chandigarh: The first cen-
tralised cut-off list for under-
graduate admissions 2025-26
has been released, by the de-
partment of higher educa-

tion. GGD SD College, Sector

32, has set the highest bench-
marks for popular courses
like BCom and BBA, while
Post Graduate Government
College, Sector 11 (PGGC 11)
hastakenthelead for BCA ad-
missions.

tion (BBA) and Bachler's of
Computer Applications (BCA)
recorded high cut-off.

The Department of Higher
Education, Chandigarh,
released the provisional list
today and Goswami Ganesh

‘Dutta Sanatan Dharma Col-

lege, Sector 32, once again
emerged as the favourite for
students. In BCom, the col-
lege recorded the highest cut-
off of 108.57 and the lowest of
105.2 in outside UT Pool. For
the UT Pool, the cut-off has
been recorded at a high of
107.50 and a low of 99.1.

The BBA stream saw the
cut-off for outside UT Pool
reach a high of 100 and a low
of 99.1, followed by 98.8 and
90.6 in the UT Pool. -

As per the first cut-off list
released on Wednesday, for the
outside UT pool, cut-off was
105.2% for BCom and 97% for

Last year, GGDSD College
had the highest cutoffs for all
three centralised courses. The
merit listis calculated based on
the percentage scored by stu-

dents in their class 12 board

exams. However weightages are
given for participation in extra-
curricular activities as per Pan-
jab University rules. In this, up
to 3% weightage each can be
claimed for participation in
NCC, NSS, youth and heritage

festivals and for youth training
camps. Due to this, the percent-
age scored by some candidates
in the merit list can even exceed
100%. For city only 15%
of the seats are available for

- those to the outside UT pool.
